EFFECTIVE DATE: January 1, 2010
PURPOSE:

e To increase the Last Resort funds maximum allowable lifetime expenditure per client
from $4,000 to $5,000.
e Clarify the WRAP bidding procedure.

Last Resort Funds Maximum Allowable Lifetime Expenditure:

Beginning January 1, 2010, the maximum allowable lifetime WRAP expenditure will be
increased from $4,000 to $5,000 per client. The Last Resort expenditure may be accessed
repeatedly until the $5,000 limit has been reached. If $5,000 is expended on a client in one
dwelling and that client moves to another dwelling, that client is not eligible to receive any
additional Last Resort funds. If less than $5,000 is spent on a client in one dwelling and that
client moves to another dwelling, that client is eligible to receive the difference between what
was spent previously and the $5,000 cap. Clients who have already received the previous
lifetime cap of $4,000 are now eligible to receive an additional $1,000 which would bring them
up to the new $5,000 lifetime cap.



AAAs must continue to use the pre-approval OFA No. 264 form, Request to Utilize Last Resort
Funding in Excess of $1,000 or more ($2,000 or more for New York City).

Please refer to Program Instruction 08-P1-01 which defines the appropriate use of Last Resort
funds.

Clarification of the Bidding Process

The NYSOFA WRAP bidding process currently recommends that three bids be received for any
weatherization work completed with WRAP funding of $1,000 and over. This procedure has
been revised to include one of the following for which WRAP programs must maintain
appropriate documentation when applying the requirement.

e Programs must use their county bidding procedure or,

e Programs must use their agency bidding procedure.

e If there is no county or agency bidding procedure, programs must submit a bidding
proposal policy for NYSOFA approval by April 1, 2010.

Additionally;
e Participating vendors must document the completion of assigned work.

e AAA’s must assure that WRAP client’s feedback is provided on work satisfaction before
final payment.
